. SCORING

8.1 The Low Point scoring system in Appendix A4.2 will apply.

8.2 One race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

8.3 (a) When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat's score will be
the total of her race scores.

(b) When from 5 to 9 races have been completed, a boat's score will be the
total of her race scores excluding her worst score.



(c) When 10 or more races have been completed, a boat's score will be the
total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores.

9. THE COURSES
9.1 Courses will be defined in the Sailing Instructions.
9.2 The course to be sailed shall be displayed on the starting line boat no
later than the preparatory signal.
9.3 Courses may be shortened or abandoned according to RRS 32.

10.PRIZES
Prizes will be awarded for the top three boats.
