Two New Rule Interpretations
Two issues that have shown up with mylar sails have been 
addressed by Interpretations 35 and 36, issued by Tasar Class 
Chief Measurer Graham Hanna.

Interpretation 35 con�rms that resewing the leech tape to 
eliminate leech �utter, which has been necessary on a number 
of mainsails, is permitted. The intepretation also allows resew-
ing the leech tape on jibs, should this be necessary.

Interpretation 36 con�rms rule G.5.1 applies to battens in the 
jib, as well as the mainsail. This means that you can modify or 
replace the battens in the jib, but any replacement batten must 
be solid �breglass reinforced plastic. Because the jib battens are 
sewn into the sail, the interpretation allows resewing the seam 
along the batten pocket for up to 10 cm from the leech.

Note that the rule G.2.2 prohibits any change in sail shape, so 
if you remove or replace a jib batten, you must resew the seam 
exactly as it was originally.

       First thanks to Andy Hunt and Fred for working the com-
mittee boat and Mike Cotter (and Benj) for supporting the 
Flights of Spring regatta with rescue personnel and equipment! 
I know Mike has pictures and video, how about posting them?
     Last weekend we had 8 Tasars racing, 3 with new mylar 
sails and 5 with Dacron. On the �rst day Ross and Marica 
MacDonald were un-stoppable in a 20-25 knot Westerly once 
heavy ace’s Guy and Marie Wall had their boom fail.
     On Sunday we had a lighter Westerly beginning about 12 
knots and dropping to 6-8 knot by the end of the day 6 races 
were sailed in clearly one-way English Bay conditions (go to 
beach and tack for windward mark). Although the beach was 
clearly favoured lead changes were seen along the port tack 
layline and Guy and Marie, Richard and Heather, Tim and 
Allison (Lynn on Saturday), and Ross and Marcia all led races 
at one point.
     Were the new sails faster? YES, but only in the lighter 
conditions. I found the Mylar sails to be a small but perceptible 
advantage upwind (not necessarily downwind) in 6-12 knots. 
The new sails were also more forgiving and were easier to �nd a 
groove. The jib has some roach supported by a batten which al-

lows it to twist and open when its windier. To me this seems to 
help when the main was eased and prevented the old problem 
of having the main backwind when the traveler was lowered 
with the Dacron sails. The new visibility was great as well.
     However, the new jib with its roach is harder for the crew 
to pole since it catches on the spreader, the skipper can help 
rectify this by rotating the mast to angle the spreader around 
the jib when it catches.
     For this season of Tuesday nights lets all try to give the race 
committee constructive feedback early in the season. I also 
plan on helping on the RC boat at times. Peter Wall is inves-
tigating the use of smaller marks that can be easily moved by 
a designated Laser or Tasar sailor(s) to help square the course 
when the RC is short handed or tending to other things 
(�nishing boats, rescues etc).        -Tim Murphy, CAN 2677

     In the �rst major North American regatta sailed with My-
lar sails, Canadians Guy and Marie Wall prevailed in a closely 
contested series held at Lake Wenatchee July 22-23.

English Bay Fleet
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Oregon Fleet Report
     Overall this last season was a great year for southern 
third of NATA. We brought some new folks into the �eet, 
reclaimed some of our past strays and sent a few off to the 
Gorge to strengthen sailing there. The addition of Mylars to 
the class and the move of the Tasar builder/dealer to Portland 
has created a lot excitement for the future of Tasars in the area.
     In recognition of our rapid expansion we now collectively 
refer to the Tasar sailors in the Gorge, Portland, Vancouver, 
Eugene and anywhere else in Oregon and Southwest Wash-
ington as the Oregon Tasar Fleet. Within this all inclusive 
designation we have two distinctive �eets and a third “seed-
ling” of a �eet. Currently the two primary �eets are the Gorge 
and Portland areas and both have regularly scheduled �eet 
racing during the spring and summer. The “seedling” �eet is 
currently a �eet of one Stan Bowers at Eugene Yacht Club. 
Add them all together and there are 19 boats in the Oregon 
Tasar �eet. Only 4 of those boats didn’t get sailed at least a 
few times this last season. 
     The Oregon Tasar Fleet is poised to grow signi�cantly over 
the next year or so. In Portland at Willamette Sailing Club we 
will likely add 2-4 boats from folks new to the Club and from 
folks making the jump from other classes. In the Gorge, the 
expected growth is also around 2-4 boats. One of our Gorge 
sailors notes that there are a lot of board sailors in the Gorge 
that have done a signi�cant amount of dinghy sailing in their 
past. We are hoping that when they start seeing more and 
more Tasar racing in the Gorge on a regular basis that at least 
a few will add that activity to their quiver as an alternative to 
“mowing the lawn” on the river with their boards. In Eugene, 
we are not yet certain how many folks we will attract to the 
Tasar. There are a good number of talented sailors on San-
tana 20’s and we hope that some of them will �nd the Tasar 

attractive. In the meantime, we are hoping to do all we can to 
support Stan in his efforts to build a �eet at EYC. It would be 
a signi�cant help to have the annual Memorial Day Regatta at 
Eugene Yacht Club tagged as at least a “Can-Am” for 2007. A 
large �eet of mylar bedecked boats is really our best advertis-
ing we have available.

The desire to modernize the look of the Tasar has delivered to 
the class new sails that are more powerful, pleasurable to sail and 
groovy (OK, they’re cool looking, too). What follows is a digest 
of our trials and tribulations using the Mylar sails so far. 
     Our sails were picked up only a few days before the �rst 
race of the season. As a result, rig setup consisted merely of 
swapping the old furling jib for the new forestay. This �rst 
opportunity to try the new sails also happened to coincide 
with a 20-25 knot westerly, and with the day cut short by gear 
failure, not much was learned except for the memory of the 
deafening crackle of �apping Mylar. Unfortunately, a day of 
sailing in 20-25 never materialized again for the rest of the 
year, leaving our adventures with these sails limited to the 
0-18 knot range. The second day brought a more manageable 
10-15 knots and the Mylar boats quickly established a pattern 
of better speed and acceleration over the Dacron boats. The 
most encouraging aspect of this �rst outing was that these sails 
appeared fast out of the box – just bolt them on to your exist-
ing rig setup and go!
     Now to the setup we’ve progressed to since those �rst days. 
Consider that we place ourselves in the “plus sized” category 
for Tasar crews and the settings here are what we are happy 
with at the moment. 

�G�^�\
Rake and shroud settings have remained unchanged from 
the Dacron setup. Rake is at the neutral point of the allow-
able range (4140mm). Shroud tension is not as quanti�able 
for us - with one side fully forward and the other fully back, 
any slop will just be removed. Tension would be increased 
for stronger winds (over 18). At the beginning of 2005, 
diamond tension was tightened from the ubiquitous ‘pinch 
at the pole �tting’ to touching at just above the gooseneck in 
an effort to leave more power in the main. Today, the wires 
touch at the gooseneck level. 

�?�^�W
We started with the jib quite low, such that the foot was 
curling on the deck when sheeted upwind. After discussions 
with Jay Renehan (thank you Jay!) about sheeting angles and 
comparing the old and new jibs, we’ve settled on having the 
jib foot just clear the deck. This height looks to result in a 
slight force bias through the leech when using the middle 
hole, which might just compensate for the new jibs larger 
roach. Surprisingly, even with the new jib’s longer foot and 
leech, we still use the existing Dacron base trim mark on the 

t i p s  a n d  t r i c k s

sheet (about 8” from clew hole to mark). Were we over sheet-
ing the Dacron jib before, or are we under sheeting the Mylar 
now? Trim is under the mark in light winds, on the mark for 
medium winds (more in point mode) and progressively eased 
as we get overpowered. The jib cars stay all the way in, only 
moving out a couple of holes in the strong stuff (18+).
     The tack is fastened with shackles, which is probably not 
the most elegant solution, but it does ensure rigging consis-
tency. The jib cringle is about 3.5 inches (forestay plane) off 
the deck. Halyard tension starts as snug and only increases to 
remove any sagging between hanks.

�B�V�^�c
The �rst thing that stood out when we �rst hoisted the main 
was the amount of overall fullness. I’ve forgotten how much 
batten tension was preset at the factory, but ours now have the 
minimum set screw setting for all battens. With the battens 
fully inserted, the Bat-Cams close with little to no tension. 
This seems to give the desired shape for the prevailing light 
conditions of English Bay. 
     I would say that sheet tension has decreased slightly, but 
with more traveler for powered up wind conditions compared 
with the Dacron main. Pointing does not seem to have suf-
fered. With tensions I recall using on the Dacron main, the 
sail seems to �atten excessively. This also goes in hand with 
our move to tighter diamonds – to try and maintain power in 
the main. Less mast bend will also give the positive side effect 
of keeping rig tension. Outhaul is again, from our Dacron 
days, starting off with about 5-6” of depth at the boom, then 
getting tighter as we get overpowered. The cunningham hasn’t 
been a factor so far – hopefully we’ll get some good fall days 
to play with this.
     Has the move to re-image the class delivered sails that 
tighten up the �eet? I like to think so. Now, it’s time to work 
on consistently better starts – where the real gains can be made.
